Burke arrived in Africa last Fall. Here are
a few excerpts from some of his letters:

Nov. 28—Received your last letter the
day before I left Ft. Myers, Va., some time
ago. I am writing by candle-light. We cele-
brated Thanksgiving with a turkey dinner
but I would have enjoyed mother’s home
cooking much more. We have been living in
the desert the last few weeks. Our first pay
was in foreign currency. I visited Cairo. The
merchandise in the native shops was very
beautiful.

Dec. 11—1I feel it hard to realize I am in
the army. For a while we lived in tents in the
desert but now we are in a nice hotel in town
with all the comforts of home. It seems every
time you write you have a new errand boy or
girl. I betcha none of them are as good as I
used to be. It was too bad about Miss Lowry
and Mr. Beckwith.

Jan. 25—1I received my copy of the letters
and Honor Roll that was sent by the com-
pany. It always makes me feel good to know
that all the folks back home still remember us
fellows. I am enclosing for your amusement
pictures I took while on a sight-seeing tour
to the pyramids and sphinx.

Feb. 16—1I sure did appreciate the box of
mixed nuts and Army socks.

Mar. 13—A few days ago I received the
Christmas box you people so kindly sent me.
It arrived in first-class shape. I am enjoying
the contents right now.

Apr. 26—1I shall be sure and come to visit
you to collect all those chicken legs and
chocolate cake you promised me. I shall
mark that item down in the little black book
so I will be sure not to forget it. I can just
picture the countryside around Lancaster
now. Everything so nice and green—cool
breezes—flowers blooming—a lovely picture.
I hope it will not be long until I can come
back and help enjoy it.

The bulk of employee purchases are the
popular E series.

The employee bond committee is con-
tinuously on the job to see that new em-
ployees are made acquainted with the pay-
roll deduction war bond purchase plan, and
are constantly stimulating spots that fall
below our average performance. They aim to
keep the Minute Man Flag flying atop the
office building.

Fifty enemy
planes met his squadron over the North Sea,
but were successfully met and passed. Then
the Nazis tried flying over the Yanks and
dropping bombs. The Yardbird II had a
narrow miss when one bomb exploded just
in front of its squadron. Its crew shot down
two enemy planes and a probable third.
